REGISTRATIONS OPEN NOW!
It’s back! Porirua Canoe Kayak Club (PCKC) warmly invites waka ama clubs in the Hoe Tonga region to register their junior waka ama crews for the ‘HAVE A GO!’ Harbour Series. 

Registrations will be open from 13 September – 1 November 2013.

The ‘HAVE A GO!’ Harbour Series will be made up of two regattas held on the following dates:

· Regatta 1 – Saturday 9 November 2013
(Sunday 10 November as a back-up if weather is bad)
All crews are asked to report to the registration desk between 8.30am-9.00am
· Regatta 2 – Saturday 23 November 2013
(Sunday 24 November as a back-up if weather is bad)
All crews are asked to report to the registration desk between 8.30am-9.00am
Both regattas will be held at the Onepoto end of Porirua Harbour and are open to Midget, Intermediate, J16 and J19 crews and paddlers from the Hoe Tonga region. 
Aims



· to provide a race environment for our junior paddlers to practise: getting out to the start line, lining up on the start line, reading the start flags, racing alongside other crews, and having a go at turns

· to provide an opportunity for kids that may be interested in entering W1s at Regionals and Nationals to ‘HAVE A GO!’ in a fun and safe environment

· to provide more experienced junior paddlers with a chance to try out their race strategies and to see what they still need to work on for Regionals and Nationals.
Cost

The registration fee for the ‘HAVE A GO!’ Harbour Series 2013 is $5 per paddler. This is a set fee that will cover the paddler for all races in the series (including W6 and W1 events at both regattas). No discounted fee is available for paddlers only attending one regatta. 
Race course
 

The ‘HAVE A GO! Harbour Series aims to provide a graduated approach to introduce junior paddlers to a sprint race environment. Because of this, the regatta courses will be set as follows: 

· Regatta 1: a very basic four-lane course will be set with start and finish buoys. The programme will include 250m & 500m races for W1 and W6 – no turn races. 

· Regatta 2: a full four-lane race course will be set and the programme will include 1000m turn races for intermediate, J16 and J19 grades as well as other events.

Make up of crews
The focus of this series is to try and provide as many opportunities as possible for our juniors to line up on the start line in a race environment. Race organisers therefore reserve the right to allow paddlers to paddle in more than one crew for an event to help make up crew numbers. Race organisers may also allow mixed crews to paddle in certain events, or crews made up of members from different clubs. 
Videoing opportunities for coaches
PCKC will be offering rides on a support boat to coaches or supporters wanting to video crews out on the water. This will be a great opportunity for crews to be able to see themselves paddling so that they can analyse their technique. Anyone interested in this service will need to provide and operate their own video equipment and will be asked to make a gold coin donation. Interested parties will be able to register their interest in this service on the morning of the regattas. PCKC will follow a policy of ‘first in, first served’, but will also try to ensure that all interested parties get an opportunity to get out on the water at least once to video their crews. 

Food stalls available
PCKC will have some food and coffee stalls available to help fundraise for our Nationals 2014 campaign. Please support our fundraising efforts by purchasing some delicious kai and coffee!
